On behalf of the Springfield Civic Association (SCA) Board of Directors | wish you a happy
and healthy 2019. Local construction is a theme for the New Year as the Transportation
Security Administration headquarters continues to take shape near the Metro. The build-
ing has reached eight stories and is clearly visible from Veterans Bridge and other vantage
points in town. The former Safford Dodge dealership at Commerce and Brandon has been
demolished; rubble removal is clearing the site for the new LIDL grocery store. These two
examples represent strong government and private investment in Springfield. However,
areas of concern remain, evident in vacant shops at the Springfield and the Concord Pla-
zas. Also, since our last meeting the SCA has met with Lee District Staff, Garden Apart-
ment management, and a grocery business manager to address abandoned shopping carts
strewn about our streets. Some progress was made, but the problem persists as we can
attest. We will press on asking for more comprehensive intervention in resolving the
blight by working through business, county and state offices. These concerns and others
will be raised at our next meeting, 15 January, at Crestwood Elementary School on Hano-
ver Avenue. At that meeting, we will host the Chamber of Commerce and County Revitali-
zation representatives. We have also extended an invitation to Town Center management
hoping to learn about mall progress and future plans; we will keep you apprised of their
response. Come in from the cold and wet and meet your neighbors. The social begins at
7pm with business beginning promptly at 7:30pm. See you soon.

Lee District’s 2018 was tremendous. It saw the passage of our years-in-
the-making Embark Comprehensive Amendment Plan to revitalize the
Route One Corridor. It saw the continued successes of Springfield and a © i®y
our Town Center. Also, it saw the reopening of one of our most beloved " o * * Q
public libraries, John Marshall.

On the transportation front, 2018 saw the addition of more bike paths and sidewalks, as well as massive investment
in our roads and transit systems. The environment also won big, as Fairfax adopted its first-ever Energy Strategy. My
motion at the FY 2018 Carryover Package Review on July 31, 2018, began funding the plan, and provided $4.5 million
dollars from the Carryover Budget (to go towards implementing the strategy). Climate change is real, and we must
lead on environmental stewardship.

In the New Year, | will continue this momentum. We'll continue to revitalize Springfield and Route One. This includes
continued updates in and around Springfield; seeing more retail spaces filled and new “Welcome to Springfield” gate-
way signs going up. Our work on Route One (via Embark) is also at the forefront of my goals. It’s critical that we con-
tinue to see that plan come to fruition, especially the widening of Route One transit and pedestrian improvements,
along with the addition of new mixed-use projects (like the most recent South Alex project near Huntington Metro
Station).

I’'m also looking forward to continuing to strengthen the relationship between the Fairfax County Police Department
and community through the implementation of reforms addressed in the Ad Hoc Police Reform Report, such as in-
creased transparency and body-worn cameras.

Ensuring the continued success of One Fairfax and the Successful Children and Youth Policy Team (SCYPT) is also a big
goal of 2019. Everyone in Fairfax County should have an equal opportunity to live, work, learn, and play; we can
achieve that by measuring all our policy decisions under an intentional equity lens. The zip code you are born into
should not dictate your future success.

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Sz 'Tips to Prevent Frozen
Water Pipes

When cold spells set in this winter, that
spells potential trouble for your water pipes.
Here are some steps you can take to avoid
frozen pipes when colder weather fills the air
this winter:

1. Always know where your main water
shut off valve is located.

2. |If you haven't already, make sure the
water line to outside faucets is turned
off and the line is drained. Drain each
outdoor spigot after turning off the valve
to prevent any remaining water from
freezing and bursting the pipes. Some
spigots have anti-siphon devices that
must be opened to properly drain the
line.

3. If your water pipes do freeze, never try
to thaw a pipe with an open flame or
torch. Always be careful of the potential
for electric shock in and around standing
water.

4. |If you will be away from your home,
keep the thermostat at a reasonable
temperature to make sure all areas with
water pipes are kept above freezing.

5. Eliminate drafts. Check around the home
for areas where water supply lines are
located in unheated areas and take
measures to prevent the flow of cold air
in these areas. Both hot and cold water
pipes in these areas should be insulated.
Insulation supplies are available at your
local home improvement or hardware
store. Want to find those drafts? Then
borrow a thermal camera from a library!

6. Whenever temperatures drop into the
teens, it’s suggested you leave a thin,
steady stream of water running. This
stream should measure out to be about
a quarter gallon of water per minute.
